Five Citadel Cadets Confined To Campus for Hazing Black

The Citadel military college said Friday that five white cadets would be

confined to the campus for the rest of the school year and must perform

about 10 hours a week of extra marching as punishment for hazing a black

freshman.

The punishment was announced in a statement from the college president,

Maj. Gen. James Grimsley Jr., who said: ''The Citadel does not tolerate

actions of this nature. I am convinced this specific incident, while a

serious aberration, is not a reflection of the true racial climate on

campus.''

A school disciplinary board heard testimony in the incident, which

occurred Oct. 23. School officials said the five donned towels and

sheets and yelled obscenities in the room of a black cadet, who was

sleeping when they entered. They left a charred paper cross behind.

The white cadets, all juniors, were identified as Jimmy Biggerstaff of

Spartanburg, Maurice Bostic of Lexington, Paul L. Koss of Leesburg,

Fla., Jeffery D. Plumley of Fort Mill and Steve Webb of Sevierville, Tenn.
